Some very tired Grade 5/6 students 
and staff returned from Anglesea on 
Friday afternoon after spending the 
week at Camp Wilkin on our annual 
camp.

Originally we 
were thinking that the causes were 
mainly associated with the sudden 
onset of hot weather, exercise and 
activity, excitement and lack of sleep 
and drinking possibly too much, too 
quickly, but we also thought that 
some sort of a bug may have been 
passed on through a number of the 
children. We now are aware that 
there is a wave of gastro going 
around Ballarat over the last couple 
of weeks and it is highly likely that 
this made its way down with us. 
 
I would like to thank and congratulate 
all of the staff and the pre-service 
teachers who went „above and be-
yond‟ in looking after all of the chil-
dren, but especially the „sickies.‟ Staff 
give up their time, away from home 
and family, to attend the camp and to 
be on duty 24 hours a day whilst they 

are there (and on this occasion we 
used a lot of those 24 hours.). Contrary 
to popular belief, teachers do not re-
ceive any extra salary or time in lieu for 
attending camps, and it is a huge com-
mitment.
